She was an excellent baker and is remembered for
her potato puddings. She was an avid New York Yankees fan and passionate about
WWE wrestling.

She is survived by her spouse Clebert Hudson; children Dr. Winsome Whittaker,
Dr. Beverley Hall-Ndlovu, and Nicolette Gordon, LAPC; son-in-law Dr. Hanford
